What is Year 2 like?

Safe-When children feel safe, cared for, known and secure within defined boundaries they are more able to learn productively. This is what we are working to establish in Year 2. 

Fun-The curriculum is creative and rich in opportunities and inspiration. It is our aim for the children’s experience of learning to be fun, stimulating, interactive and empowering, both through lessons and the learning environment itself. 

Challenging-Children now have the choice to choose their own challenges during maths and often during literacy. There are challenges, super challenges and extreme challenges to allow them the opportunity to try more difficult work tasks. Children are pushed to achieve their fullest potential. 

Daily Routines

Start of the day: Children come into the classroom at 8:45 am. Registration is at 8:55am. Please go to the office to register when late. 

End of day: Children are dismissed at 3:25pm once I have seen that someone is there to collect them. Please remember to write on the whiteboard attached to my door in the morning, if your child is going to after school clubs or is being collected by someone else. 

Reading Books: Will be changed once a week as part of our reading carousel. Your child will change their books on the same day each week and can take up to 3 books out at a time to see them through until their next book change day. You can spend time questioning and unpacking the text to develop your child’s ability to talk about the text. Reading is recommended at home each night to build your child’s fluency and vocabulary. This year we have put in some tips to focus on for each colour band level. Please ensure that your child has their reading books and reading records in school with them every day. 
Homework: Sent out on Fridays and due the following Monday. At times extra homework might be assigned for extra practice or to prepare for the SATS. 

PE: Monday and Friday. Children will need indoor and outdoor kits. It’s usually best to leave these in school. 

Rewards in Year 2

Celia-whole school competition to win ‘Celia the Seal’ each week. 

House charts-a cumulative school wide reward system.

Head Teacher’s Awards- for exceptional work across the curriculum. 

Star of the Day- awarded daily for superstar behaviour. This entails special privileges! (Everyone will get a go!)

Star Writer-awarded once a fortnight following Big Write. 

Maths Investigator-awarded once a fortnight following a Maths Investigation. 

Bucket Filler-This will start in the Autumn Term 2. This is a class award to the kindest person each week (the one who fills the most buckets). This child will receive 3 house points. 

Communication

As a policy we prefer face to face contact. I want you to feel welcome in Year 2 and be able to talk to me about your concerns. I will be outside at the end of the school day if you wish to talk to me about anything and I will endeavour to keep you informed if anything significant has occurred with your child during the day. 

Good days for meetings are Mondays and Wednesdays, but I can be flexible, just let me know in advance so I can get it in my diary. Although I am keen to communicate regularly, please note that I am not available 8.55am each morning, as this marks the beginning of registration period.
